It is requested that the City Commission consider the following information and
recommendations:

BACKGROUND:

Included in the Morningside Drive extension project is the demolition of two existing buildings.
In order to demolish the buildings, an asbestos survey must first be performed to assess and
identify any asbestos containing materials (ACM). In general, the survey will include a visual
inspection, bulk material samples, and lab analysis of interior and exterior suspect asbestos
containing materials. Deliverables will include a final written report summarizing the findings
and recommendations based upon the results of the inspection and lab analysis.

City staff has obtained three bids to provide these services. The results of the bids are as follows:

Avanco Environmental, Incorporated $1,200.00
EE&G Environmental Services, LLC $1,449.00
Apollo Environmental, Inc. $2,390.00
ISSUES:

EE&G Environmental Services, LLC (EE&G) is pleased to provide City of Dade City
herein referred to as the “client”, with this proposal for the performance of a pre-
demolition asbestos survey at the above-referenced site. EE&G’s Statement of Services
and Fee are presented below.

STATEMENT OF SERVICES

EE&G will conduct a pre-demolition asbestos survey at the above-referenced location.
EE&G understands that there are two structures on site. One block structure with shingle
roof approximately 2,760 square feet built in 1857, formerly used as a chicken
laboratory. Second structure is a barn type block structure with tin roof approximately
2,800 square feet and year construction is unknown. Both structures are currently used
for storage. EE&G has prepared this proposal based on the offer of our annual
piggyback contract with Marion County Public Schools- Asbestos Inspection, Monitoring,
& Management Planning Services.

Task 1 — Pre-Demolition Asbestos Survey

An EE&G certified inspector will conduct a walk-through of accessible areas within the
subject building, to visually assess suspect friable and non-friable asbestos-containing
materials (ACM) that will be impacted by the proposed demolition activities. EE&G will
assess the condition of the suspect ACM, and determine homogenous areas and
functional spaces.

For the purpose of this proposal, EE&G will collect up to a total of 42 representative bulk
samples from suspect materials that will be impacted by the proposed demolition

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activities at the subject site. The samples will be delivered to our in-house asbestos
laboratory for analysis via Polarized Light Microscopy (PLM). Our fee estimate assumes
that each suspect material identified within the survey area will be sampled and
analyzed. Verbal results will be available with in 48 hours from the day the field work is
completed.

It should be noted, that enclosed suspect asbestos-containing materials such as fire-
rated door insulation and many other building materials such as sheetrock wallboard,
ceramic tile flooring, and roofing materials, will require destructive sampling techniques
in order to penetrate and/or sample these materials.

Bulk samples collected during the survey will be analyzed for asbestos content via PLM
analysis by EE&G’s in-house, National Voluntary Laboratory Accreditation Program
(NVLAP) certified, asbestos laboratory. The laboratory reports will be included in the
final asbestos survey report.

As per United States (US) Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) regulations, any
friable materials found to contain less than 10% asbestos by visual estimation, may
require analysis by the objective Point Count Method for confirmation of asbestos
content. EE&G will discuss these options with the client, prior to any further sample
analysis. The Point Count analysis can be performed for an additional fee of $45 per
sample, upon approval from the Client. Any unused sample fees from unanalyzed
samples may be applied to any Point Counts required.

Task 2 - Report Preparation

EE&G will prepare a final written report summarizing our findings and recommendations
based upon the results of the asbestos survey. The report will be reviewed and signed
by a Licensed Asbestos Consultant and will meet local permitting requirements
regarding asbestos for local agencies. ACM/Sample Location Plans are not included as
part of the scope of work for this project.

FEE
EE&G’s lump sum fee for completion for Task 1 & 2-is $ 1,449.00.

This fee assumes that EE&G will be able to survey the subject structure in one site visit.
Should EE&G experience delays in the performance of this work due to accessibility, we
reserve the right to charge additional fees for our time. EE&G assumes that each
suspect material will be sampled and analyzed, and that the proposed number of
samples will be sufficient to adequately complete the survey. If more samples are
required to complete the survey, they will be collected and analyzed at a unit rate of
$13.00 per sample. However, EE&G will not analyze the additional samples without
prior authorization by the client. The final written report will be delivered with in 5
business days from the time the field work is completed.

LIMITATIONS AND ASSUMPTIONS

The following limitations and assumptions apply to this proposal:
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Our fee is based on analysis of the maximum number of samples
referenced above.

Our fee is based upon no restrictions of access to survey areas.

EE&G will not be held responsible for sampling, analysis, and subsequent
identification of ACBM’s that are not “reasonably accessible”. For the
purpose of this proposal, “reasonably accessible” includes, but is not
limited to “capable of sampling with hand tools, reachable with a standard
12’ ladder”. Building materials rendered not reasonably accessible and
therefore, not sampled and analyzed, will be presumed to be asbestos-
containing.

EE&G will perform roof sampling as part of the scope of work for this
survey, assuming that the roofs are reasonably accessible. Should
EE&G not be able to access the roofs, it is the responsibility of the client
to provide access, otherwise the materials will be presumed to be
asbestos-containing. Please note, that EE&G will patch all roofing
penetrations made during the survey, however these patches should be
considered temporary measures and are not warranteed by EE&G
against future leakage. EE&G is not a certified roofing contractor and
therefore, recommends the patches be permanently patched by a
certified roofing contractor in order to be warranteed against leakage.

Any large scale destruction of walls or finishes in search of ACBMs will
only be conducted by EE&G at the approval of the client, and only after
written permission is granted. It should be noted that large scale
destruction of specific areas within the structure, will be required either at
the time of inspection or at a later date (prior to demolition), in order to
confirm that no suspect asbestos-containing materials exist within these
specific areas. If permission is not granted to conduct large scale
destruction at the time of the EE&G’s initial inspection, due to issues such
as current occupancy of the areas or denied permission due to lack of
ownership, etc., it will be the clients responsibility for contracting with
EE&G at a later date (prior to demolition and filing of applicable building
permits) via a separate proposal for an additional fee, to access these
areas.

This asbestos survey is only intended to address asbestos and lead
containing materials within the survey area, and is not intended or implied
to be intended to be adequate for assessing regulated or hazardous
materials within the subject structure. EE&G recommends that a
hazardous material assessment be performed prior to demolition, to
address hazardous materials (i.e., petroleum products, solvents,
degreasers, chemical products, PCBs, Freon, mercury-containing
thermostat switches, lamp ballasts, fluorescent fixtures, etc.) prior to
demolition. At the request of the client, EE&G can assist with the
performance of a hazardous material assessment for the subject
structure.

WITNESSETH
That for the considerations set forth below, the parties hereto do agree as follows:

1. Description of Services:

EE&G to provide services in accordance with EE&G’s proposal number 2012-
4134, attached.

2. Period of Performance:

EE&G will perform the fieldwork within 3 working days of the acceptance of this
proposal and deliver the final written report within 5 business days following the
completion of the field work.

3. Basis of Compensation:

EE&G’s lump sum fee for completion of Task 1&2 is $ 1,449.00.

4. Method of Invoicing:

Invoice will be generated upon completion of the survey report. Payment is due
prior to delivery of the report.

5. Professional Retainer:

6. General Conditions:

The parties hereto shall maintain in full force and effect comprehensive
public liability insurance with coverage limits which are reasonable in light
of the work to be undertaken, and workmen's compensation insurance as
required by law.

Any drawings and specifications developed pursuant to this Agreement
are instruments of service, and as such the original documents, tracings,
and field notes are and remain the property of EE&G regardless of
whether the work for which they were prepared is executed.

In the event that legal action is instituted to enforce any of the terms of
this Agreement, the party which does not prevail shall pay the legal
expenses of the prevailing party, including attorney's fees.

The parties hereto each binds itself, its successors, executors,
administrators and assigns to the other party to this Agreement and to the
successors, executors, administrators and assigns of such other party in
respect of all covenants of this Agreement.

EE&G'’s liability for services to be rendered under this Agreement shall be
limited to $250,000 or the amount of EE&G’s fee (whichever is less),
unless Client pays for the assumption of additional liability by EE&G as a
separate line item in Article 3, Compensation.

If applicable, Client agrees that EE&G shall not be responsible for liability
caused by the presence or release of hazardous substances at the site.
The Client will either make others responsible for liabilities due to such
conditions, or will indemnify and save harmless EE&G from such liability.
The provisions of this Article (6,h) shall survive any termination of this
Agreement.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF DADE CITY,
FLORIDA, ESTABLISHING A DESIGNATED RESERVE IN
THE UTILITY FUND TO ACCEPT DONATIONS FOR
FUTURE RELOCATION AND CONSTRUCTION COSTS
FOR A WASTEWATER TREATMENT PLANT AND
FACILITY; PROVIDING FOR REPEALER,
SEVERABILITY AND AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City Commission has expressed its desire to begin planning for the
future relocation of the existing wastewater treatment plant and facility from its existing location
to a new location; and

WHEREAS, the City Commission would like to extend an opportunity for the public to
contribute to funding the relocation and construction of the new plant; and

WHEREAS, to establish this fund, it is necessary for the City Commission to adopt an
ordinance specifically designating these contributions as reserved for that purpose.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ENACTED AND ORDAINED BY THE CITY
COMMISSION OF DADE CITY, FLORIDA, AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. The Commission hereby directs the City Clerk/Finance Director to create a
designated reserve in the Utility Fund to account for monies donated by the public for the future
relocation and construction of the City’s wastewater treatment plant and facility. Any funds
donated to this account shall be non-refundable. This fund shall remain for a period of forty (40)
years from the adoption of this Ordinance. Should the funds not be committed or expended by
that time, the funds shall be placed in the general fund of the City.

Section 2. Repealer. All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are
hereby repealed to the extent of such conflict.

Section 3. Severability. That if any section, sentence, clause, or phrase of this ordinance
is held to be invalid or unconstitutional by a court of competent jurisdiction, then said holding
shall in no way affect the validity of the remaining portions of this ordinance.

Section 4. Effective Date. This ordinance shall take effect as provided in the City
Charter and Chapter 166, Florida Statutes.



The foregoing Ordinance No. 2012-01 was read and passed on introduction on February
14, 2012, and read and approved following a public hearing in open and regular meeting by the
City Commission of Dade City, Florida on the 28th day of February, 2012.
