REGULAR CITY COMMISSION MEETING

The City Commission of Dade City, Florida, met in the City Hall Annex Commission Chambers in a regular City
Commission meeting on this 25th day of April, 2006 at 5:30 P.M. The following members were present: Mayor P. H.
Brock, and Commissioners W. L. Dennis, Scott Black, Eunice Penix and S. Van Gorden. City staff members present
included City Manager Harold R. Sample, City Clerk/Finance Director James D. Class, City Attorney Karla Owens,
Police Captain David Duff, Administrative Services Director Laura Beagles, Safety Services Director J. P. Wubbena,
and Executive Assistant Chris Chandler.

The meeting was called to order by Mayor P.H. Brock, and invocation was given by City Clerk James Class,
followed by the Pledge of Allegiance to The Flag.

A plaque was presented to Hon. William L. Dennis for his sixteen years of service on the City Commission. A
motion was made by Commissioner Black to approve Resolution for Mayor Protem Dennis. The motion was
seconded by Commissioner Penix, and on vote the motion passed unanimously. Resolution was read by former Deputy
City Clerk Jill Campbell. A presentation of service pins was made to City employees. A proclamation for Older
Americans Month was noted by the Mayor.

The Commission recessed at 5:45 P.M. for the City Planning Board meeting and reconvened at 7:43 P.M.

The minutes of the Planning Board and Regular City Commission Meetings of March 27, 2006, were approved
as individually read. The minutes of the City Commission meeting of April 6, 2006 were distributed.

The motion was seconded by
Commissioner Dennis, and on a vote the motion passed with a 4-1 vote. Those voting "AYE" were Commissioners
Van Gorden, Brock, Dennis, and Penix and Commissioner Black voting “NAY.”

The motion was seconded by Commissioner Van
Gorden, and on a vote the motion passed unanimously.)

City Attorney Karla Owens appeared and reviewed the proposed ordinance for the creation of a Community
Development District and stated that this ordinance is being introduced for first reading. A motion was made by
Commissioner Black to introduce this ordinance and to authorize publication for public hearing. The motion was
seconded by Commissioner Dennis, and on a vote the motion passed unanimously. (See Ordinance inits entirety in the
ordinance file.)

The following propesed ordinance was introduced by the City Attorney and read by title only by the City
Clerk, as follows:

City Attorney Karla Owens appeared and reviewed the proposed ordinance for a Planned Unit Development
and stated that this ordinance is being introduced for first reading. After further discussion a motion was made by
Commissioner Dennis to introduce this ordinance and to authorize publication for public hearing. The motion was
seconded by Commissioner Van Gorden, and on a vote the motion passed unanimously. (See Ordinance in ts entirety
in the ordinance file.)

OLD BUSINESS

Parking restrictions on Pasco Avenue were discussed. City Manager Harold Sample is recommending
restricting parking on the south side of Pasco Avenue due to the increased traffic between 5" Street and the U.S. 98
Bypass. There are problems now with traffic parked on both sides of Pasco which does not leave enough space for
vehicles to travel both ways and is causing problems for traffic leaving the police department. A motion was made by
Commissioner Van Gorden to table this item to the May 23, 2006 City Commission Meeting. Mayor Brock passed
the gavel and seconded the motion. On vote, the motion failed with a 2 to 3 vote. Those voting "AYE" were
Commissioners Van Gorden and Brock and Commissioners Black, Dennis and Penix voting “NAY.” A motion was
made by Commissioner Black to accept staff’s reccommendation. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Dennis,
and on a vote was passed with a 3 to 2 vote. Those voting "AYE" were Commissioners Black, Dennis and Penix and
Commissioners Van Gorden and Brock voting “NAY.”

The Certificate of Election Results for City elections was discussed. For the Group 1 seat, Scott Black
received 445 votes and Mike Agnello received 195 votes. For the Group 2 seat, Camille Hernandez received 345
votes and Bill Dennis received 294 votes. A motion was made by Commissioner Dennis to accept the election results.



The motion was seconded by Commissioner Black, and on a vote the motion passed unanimously.

The request for notice of default with Small Streets Hotels, DC LLC was discussed. Mayor Brock declared a
conflict of interest. After further discussion a motion was made by Commissioner Van Gorden to accept staff’s
alternative #3 to allow the agreement to continue to run until the completion deadline passes or the developer and the
Commission agree on modification of the terms of the agreement. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Penix,
and on a vote the motion passed with a 3 to 1 vote. Those voting "AYE" were Commissioners Black, Dennis and
Penix and Commissioner Dennis voting “NAY.” Mayor Brock abstained from voting. (Form 8B is on file in the City
Clerk’s office)

The purchase of additional software/equipment was discussed. City Manager Harold Sample is requesting the
substitution of the Human Resources module for the Inventory module as part of the Incode Municipal Information
System that was previously approved for a net increase of $6,317.00. A motion was made by Commissioner Black to
accept staff’s recommendation. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Dennis, and on vote the motion passed
unanimously.

The Lease agreement with East Pasco Habitat for Humanity at the Railroad Depot was discussed. City
Manager Harold Sample stated that staff is recommending approving of the lease with Habitat for Humanity.

Resolution No. 2006-0904 was read by title only by the City Clerk.

After further discussion, a motion was made by Commissioner Black to accept staff recommendation and
approve Resolution No. 2006-0904.

Administrative Services Director Laura Beagles addressed the Commission and reviewed the bids received for
health, dental and life insurance for employees and recommended that the Commission change the insurance carrier for
employee health insurance from Blue Cross/Blue Shield to Aetna effective June 1, 2006. This would also include a
change in the insurance carrier for employee dental insurance from Blue Cross/Blue Shield to Guardian. It is also
recommended that the City Commission reduce the monetary insurance contribution per employee from $335.69 per
month to $306.36 and contribute $10.00 per month per employee that participates in the Guardian dental plan. In
addition, staff is recommending the renewal with Florida Combined Life as the carrier for Life and AD&D Insurance
as an employee benefit.

After further discussion, a motion was made by Commissioner Van Gorden to accept staff’s recommendation
for the funding of the employee insurance for health by reducing the monetary insurance contribution per employee
from $335.69 per month to $306.36 with Aetna and contributing $10.00 per month per employee that participates in
the Guardian dental plan and to continue to provide life insurance coverage as an employee benefit. The motion was
seconded by Commissioner Dennis, and on a vote the motion passed unanimously.

Resolution No. 2006-0903 was read by title only by the City Clerk as follows:
