REGULAR CITY COMMISSION MEETING

The City Commission of Dade City, Florida, met in the City Hall Annex Commission
Chambers in a regular City Commission meeting on this 11th day of July, A.D. 2006, at 5:30
p.m. The following members were present: Mayor P. Hutchison Brock and Commissioners Scott
Black and Camille Hernandez. Commissioners Eunice Penix and Steve Van Gorden were absent.
City staff members present included City Manager Harold R. Sample, City Clerk/Finance
Director James D. Class, City Attorney Karla Owens, Police Chief P. A. Thompson,
Administrative Services Director Laura Beagles, Safety Services Director J. P. Wubbena, and
Executive Assistant Chris Chandler.

The meeting was called to order by Mayor P. H. Brock, and invocation was given by City
Clerk James Class, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance to The Flag.

Robert J. Williams appeared
regarding this ordinance and stated that if cars parked at the end of Hendley Avenue, residents
might have a problem accessing their property. City Manager Harold Sample responded that a
dead end sign would be posted but that if parking became a problem, the City would impose
parking restrictions. City Attorney Karla Owens requested that the Resolution be continued to
the July 25 Commission meeting to allow time for newspaper advertising.

A motion was made by Commissioner Hernandez to continue this resolution until the July 25,
2006 City Commission meeting at 5:30 p.m. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Black,
and on a vote the motion passed unanimously.

Commissioner Hernandez requested that Consent Items E 3. and E 4. be removed from
the Consent Agenda for discussion.

On recommendation of staff, Commissioner Black moved approval to accept the
conditions of the school resource officer agreement and authorize the Mayor’s signature. The
motion was seconded by Commissioner Hernandez, and on a vote the motion passed
unanimously.

Commissioner Hernandez asked why the proposal did not go out for bid and inquired as
to why the proposals did not require more detailed information. City Manager Harold Sample
advised that according to City ordinance, formal bids are required only for projects over $10,000.
He will request a detailed parts list from the low bidder before accepting the proposal and will
return to the Commission if there is a problem. Mr. Sample will give a memo to the Commission
as to the final outcome.

On recommendation of staff, Commissioner Black moved approval authorizing the
issuance of a purchase order to Comfort Zone, Inc, for repairs to the lift station at 6th Street and
Pond Avenue. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Hernandez, and on a vote the motion
passed unanimously.

E 4. Adoption of New Per Diem Rates.

Commissioner Hernandez asked if funds were available to cover the increase in travel
expenses. Administrative Services Director Laura Beagles appeared and advised that there are
few employees who travel, but there would be enough money in the budget to cover travel
expenses for the balance of this fiscal year.
