Commissioner Penix questioned whether she had a conflict of
interest since she is on the Board of Directors for East Pasco Habitat for Humanity and was
advised by the city attorney that she did not since she would not receive a benefit from the action
being taken.

A discussion took place about the acquisition of a water meter read system.
Commissioner Van Gorden suggested getting information from other cities. Mayor Brock
requested that staff look at the time needed for the project to break even. The consensus was to
consider piggybacking off a recent bid from another city.

A discussion took place about the FY 2006-2007 annual budget. After considerable
discussion regarding the preliminary ad valorem tax millage rate and public hearing dates for the
FY 2006/2007 Operating Budget, Commissioner Van Gorden moved to advertise the 2006
millage rate at 7.84, which may be lowered but cannot be raised, the motion was seconded by
Commissioner Black, and on a vote the motion passed unanimously. Commissioner Black
moved to schedule the first hearing date for September 7, 2006. The motion was seconded by



Commissioner Van Gorden, and on a vote the motion passed unanimously. Commissioner Black
moved to schedule the final hearing date for September 21, 2006. The motion was seconded by
Commissioner Hernandez, and on a vote the motion passed unanimously.

Your responsibilities under the law when faced with voting on a measure in which you have a conflict of interest will vary greatly depending
on whether you hold an elective or appointive position.

INSTRUCTIONS FOR COMPLIANCE WITH SECTION 112.3143, FLORIDA STATUTES

A person holding elective or appointive county, municipal, or other local public office MUST ABSTAIN from voting on a measure which
inures to his or her special private gain or loss. Each elected or appointed local officer also is prohibited from knowingly voting on a mea-
sure which inures to the special gain or loss of a principal (other than a government agency) by whom he or she is retained (including the
parent organization or subsidiary of a corporate principal by which he or she is retained); to the special private gain or loss of a relative; or
to the special private gain or loss of a business associate. Commissioners of community redevelopment agencies under Sec. 163.356 or
163.357, F.S., and officers of independent special tax districts elected on a one-acre, one-vote basis are not prohibited from voting in that

capacity.

For purposes of this law, a “relative” includes only the officer’s father, mother, son, daughter, husband, wife, brother, sister, father-in-law,
mother-in-law, son-in-law, and daughter-in-law. A “business associate” means any person or entity engaged in or carrying on a business
enterprise with the officer as a partner, joint venturer, coowner of property, or corporate shareholder (where the shares of the corporation
are not listed on any national or regional stock exchange).

WITHIN 15 DAYS AFTER THE VOTE OCCURS by completing and filing this form with the person responsibie for recording the min-
utes of the meeting, who should incorporate the form in the minutes.
