REGULAR CITY COMMISSION MEETING

The City Commission of Dade City, Florida, met in the City Hall Annex Commission
Chambers in a regular City Commission meeting on this 9th day of January, A.D. 2007, at 5:35
p.m. The following members were present: Mayor P.H. Brock, Commissioners Steve Van
Gorden, Scott Black, Eunice Penix and Camille Hernandez. City staff members present included
City Manager Harold R. Sample, City Clerk/Finance Director James D. Class, City Attorney
Karla Owens, Administrative Services Director Laura Beagles, Safety Services Director J.P.
Wubbena, and Executive Assistant Chris Chandler.

The meeting was called to order by Mayor P.H. Brock, and invocation was given by
Commissioner Black, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance to The Flag.

Subject: Land Exchange Contract with East Pasco Habitat for Humanity, Inc.

As this was the time and place for the advertised public hearing for the land exchange contract
with East Pasco Habitat for Humanity, Inc., City Manager Harold Sample advised that the
property owned by the City is of interest to Habitat for construction of additional homes as part
of the existing “Habitat Subdivision.” Since the two properties are approximately the same size
and value, the exchange would not create additional expenses to the City. In addition, the
exchange will facilitate the City’s access to the wastewater treatment plant for equipment,
materials, supplies, etc. After discussion and with no one from the public wishing to be heard,
Commissioner Black moved to approve the land exchange with East Pasco Habitat for Humanity
and to authorize execution of the contract. The motion was seconded by Commissioner
Hernandez, and on a vote the motion passed unanimously. Commissioners Brock, Hernandez,
Van Gorden, Black and Penix voted “AYE,” with no one voting “NAY.”

CONSENT

On recommendation of staff, Commissioner Black moved approval of the purchase from
Law Enforcement Supply of emergency/security items to equip the new police vehicles totaling
$26,551.88 and to authorize adjustments to this amount by the City Manager, if needed, in an
additional amount not to exceed $2,500.00, as part of the consent agenda. The motion was
seconded by Commissioner Penix, and on a vote the motion passed unanimously.

On recommendation of staff, Commissioner Black moved to authorize the issuance of a
purchase order to Lanier Worldwide, Inc. for the lease of a LD245 Digital MFP copier with scan
and fax capability, as part of the consent agenda. The motion was seconded by Commissioner
Penix, and on a vote the motion passed unanimously.

On recommendation of staff, Commissioner Black moved approval for closing U.S.
Highway 301 (7th Street) between Martin Luther King Avenue to Florida Avenue for the Pasco
County Fair Parade scheduled for February 19, 2007, as part of the consent agenda. The motion
was seconded by Commissioner Penix, and on a vote the motion passed unanimously.
