The City Commission of Dade City, Florida, met in the City Hall Annex
Commission Chambers in a regular City Commission meeting on this 13th day of March,
A.D. 2007, at 5:48 p.m. The following members were present: Mayor P.H. Brock,
Commissioners Steve Van Gorden, Scott Black, Eunice Penix and Camille Hernandez.
City staff members present included City Manager Harold R. Sample, City Attorney
Karla Owens, City Clerk/Finance Director James D. Class, Deputy City Clerk Joanna
Akers, Police Chief P. A. Thompson, Safety Services Director J. P. Wubbena,
Administrative Services Director Laura Beagles, and Executive Assistant Chris Chandler.

The meeting was called to order by Mayor P.H. Brock, and invocation was given
by Commissioner Penix, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance to The Flag.

Joe Kennedy and Jeff Knox from the Dade City Business Center gave a
presentation on the current growth and expansion process of the Business Center.

Rick Higdon, President and Jeff Sims, General Manager of Agri-Source Fuels,
LLC gave a presentation on their company and the potential for growth it could bring to
Dade City.

The motion was seconded
by Commissioner Black and on a vote the motion passed unanimously with one
abstention. Mayor Brock declared a conflict due to a business relationship with the
applicant and abstained from voting.

It was the consensus of the Commission for Mayor Brock and Karla Owens to
draft a letter of the City’s comments on Citrus Ridge for approval at the next meeting.

Commissioner Black was in Tallahassee this past week and spoke with Mike Sittig of the
Florida League of Cities regarding this issue. Staff will continue to monitor and provide
the Commission with updates as they are received.

As requested by Commissioner Hernandez at the last meeting, additional
information was submitted regarding the Award of Bid No. 07-01. A motion was made
by Commissioner Van Gorden to approve the Award of Bid No. 07-01 for the Installation



of Chain Link Fencing and Gates to Cole Fence, Inc. The motion was seconded by
Commissioner Black, and on a vote the motion passed unanimously.

The Weitzenkorn Property on Church Avenue was discussed by the Commission.
A motion was made by Commissioner Van Gorden for the staff to draft a letter of
agreement for the purpose of leasing the property as unimproved parking and to submit it
to the Commission for review at the next meeting. Commissioner Black seconded the
motion and on a vote the motion passed. Commissioners Brock, Van Gorden, Black, and
Penix voted “AYE.” Commissioner Hernandez voted “NAY” because she felt the City
should have a master plan in place before deciding on the purchase of individual
properties and their intended use for the City.

City Manager Harold Sample gave an update on the Central Florida Commuter
Rail Project and currently there are nine (9) trains scheduled to be diverted through our
area, which will be an increase of 35% in train traffic for our City. Staff will continue
monitor and provide the Commission with updates as they are received.

The Commission discussed the Proposed Angelo’s Class I Landfill and noted that
the County is looking at different alternatives. The consensus was for Administrative
Services Director Laura Beagles to draft a letter to the County regarding the City’s
position and submit it for approval by the Commission at the next meeting.

City Manager Harold Sample gave an update on the FDOT 7™ Street Transfer
Agreement and noted that the City is working to take out the landscape contingencies.
Staff will continue to monitor and provide the Commission with updates as they are
received.

The Commission discussed the request to demolish the structure at 37345
Magnolia and the consensus was to allow the new owner the opportunity to demolish the
structure themselves.

The Commission discussed the funding for the demolition of condemned
structures and the consensus was to proceed with the demolitions.
