REGULAR CITY COMMISSION MEETING

The City Commission of Dade City, Florida, met in the City Hall Annex Commission
Chambers in a regular City Commission meeting on this 14th day of August, A.D. 2007,
at 5:30 p.m. The following members were present: Mayor P. H. Brock, II and
Commissioners Steve Van Gorden, Scott Black, Eunice Penix and Camille Hernandez.
City staff members present included Interim City Manager/City Clerk/Finance Director
James D. Class, Deputy City Clerk Joanna Akers, City Attorney Karla Owens, Police
Captain David Duff, and Administrative Services Director Laura Beagles.

The meeting was called to order by Mayor P. H. Brock II, and invocation was given by
James D. Class, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance to The Flag.

The minutes of the July 10, 2007 Regular City Commission Meeting were approved as
individually read. The minutes of the July 24, 2007 Regular City Commission Meeting
were distributed.

PUBLIC HEARING

City Attorney Karla Owens reviewed the non-substantial change being proposed. After
discussion and with no one from the public wishing to be heard, Commissioner Van
Gorden made a motion to approve the non-substantial amendment of the Abbey Glen
preliminary plan to allow a total of 114 single family lots. The motion was seconded by
Commissioner Black, and on a vote the motion passed unanimously. Commissioners
Brock, Van Gorden, Black, Hernandez, and Penix voted “AYE,” with no one voting
“NAY.”

The motion was seconded by
Commissioner Penix, and on a vote the motion passed unanimously. Commissioners
Brock, Van Gorden, Black, Hernandez, and Penix voted “AYE,” with no one voting
“NAY.” (Ordinance No. 2007-0961 in its entirety is on file in the City Clerk’s office.)

CONSENT

On recommendation of staff, Commissioner Black moved to approve the contract with
Marlon Dunn Contracting, Inc. in the amount of $234,707.64 for the Howard Avenue
Drainage project, as part of the consent agenda. The motion was seconded by
Commissioner Van Gorden, and on a vote the motion passed unanimously.

On recommendation of staff, Commissioner Black moved to approve the contract with
RTD Construction, Inc. in the amount of $625,600.00 for the dewatering project, as part
of the consent agenda. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Van Gorden, and on a
vote the motion passed unanimously.

Interim City Manager Jim Class withdrew the Award of Bid No. 07-06 — Demolition of
Slum and Blighted Structures from the consent agenda until further information could be
obtained.

City Attorney Karla Owens reviewed the proposed annexation. A motion was made by
Commissioner Black to introduce and advertise the proposed ordinance. The motion was
seconded by Commissioner Van Gorden, and on a vote the motion passed unanimously
with one abstention. Mayor Brock declared a conflict due to a business relationship with
the applicant and abstained from voting. (Proposed Ordinance Annexation No. 3 — JDR
Properties in its entirety is on file in the City Clerk’s office. Form 8B, Memorandum of
Voting Conflict, is on file in the City Clerk’s office.)

OLD BUSINESS

Mayor Brock and the Commission discussed the City Manager selection and interviews.
After discussion, each of the Commission stated their top two (2) choices for City
Manager, which was as follows: Mayor Brock — James Gleason & Lester Baird,
Commissioner Penix — James Gleason & Lester Baird, Commissioner Black — James
Gleason & Lester Baird, Commissioner Van Gorden — James Gleason & Lester Baird,
and Commissioner Hernandez — James Gleason & Scott Heinig. It was the consensus of
the Commission to schedule a “meet & greet” with James Gleason and Lester Baird on
Thursday, August 30 from 5:00 p.m. — 7:00 p.m. and all citizens are urged to attend and
be involved in this process.

Mayor Brock discussed an e-mail he received from Mr. lafrate requesting to address the
Commission relative to the proposed landfill. Commissioner Hernandez made a motion
that the Commission send a letter opposing the landfill. The motion was seconded by
Commissioner Penix. Upon further discussion, the Commission agreed to invite both
sides to make 15-minute presentations at a workshop before the next Commission
meeting and requested that both sides provide information on their positions to the
Commission as soon as possible. Commissioner Hernandez made a motion to withdraw
the letter of opposition pending the outcome of the presentations scheduled for Tuesday,
August 28, 2007 at 5:00 p.m. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Penix, and on
a vote the motion passed unanimously.

Commissioner Van Gorden noted that Hampton Inn has received their Certificate of
Occupancy, inquired on the status of the Charter Review, and requested a Proclamation
for Pete Odom.
