SEPTEMBER 27, 2007
REGULAR CITY COMMISSION MEETING

The City Commission of Dade City, Florida, met in the City Hall Annex Commission
Chambers in a regular City Commission meeting on this 27th day of September, 2007, at
5:35 p.m. The following members were present: Mayor P. H. Brock, II and
Commissioners Steve Van Gorden, Scott Black, Eunice Penix and Camille Hernandez.
City staff members present included Interim City Manager/City Clerk/Finance Director
James D. Class, Deputy City Clerk Joanna Akers, City Attorney Karla Owens, Police
Captain David Duff, and Administrative Services Director Laura Beagles.

The meeting was called to order by Mayor P. H. Brock II, and invocation was given by
City Clerk Jim Class, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance to The Flag.

The minutes of the August 28, 2007 regular City Commission meeting and the August
28, 2007 landfill workshop were approved as individually read. The following minutes
were distributed: September 13, 2007 Local Planning Agency meeting; September 13,
2007 regular City Commission meeting; September 13, 2007 CRA meeting; and
September 17, 2007 EAR workshop.

PUBLIC HEARING

As this was the time and place for the advertised public hearing on Resolution No. 2007-
0958, the Resolution was read in its entirety by the City Clerk, as follows:

After discussion,
Commissioners requested that staff reallocate $4,000 from Commission travel and
registrations, $22,000 from capital outlay, and $14,000 from a Safety Services position in
order to provide an additional 1% salary increase for all employees. With no one from the
public wishing to be heard, Commissioner Black moved approval of the resolution to
adopt a final 2007-2008 budget of $10,688,770. The motion was seconded by
Commissioner Van Gorden, and on a vote the motion passed unanimously at 6:20 p.m.
