MARCH 11, 2008
REGULAR CITY COMMISSION MEETING

The City Commission of Dade City, Florida, met in the City Hall Annex Commission
Chambers in a regular City Commission meeting on this 11th day of March, 2008, at 5:37
p.m. The following members were present: Mayor P. H. Brock, Il and Commissioners
Steve Van Gorden, Scott Black, Camille Hernandez, and Eunice Penix. City staff
members present included Interim City Manager/City Clerk/Finance Director James D.
Class, Deputy City Clerk Joanna Akers, City Attorney Karla Owens, Sergeant James
Walters, and Administrative Services Director Laura Beagles.

The meeting was called to order by Mayor P. H. Brock II, and invocation was given by
Commissioner Black, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance to The Flag.

PRESENTATION

Pasco County Property Appraiser Mike Wells appeared before the Commission to give an
update on projected property values in the City. In January, about 2/3 of the voters in
Florida voted in favor of Amendment 1. Last year, the taxable value of Dade City was
$339 million dollars. Amendment 1 impacts the tax roll in several ways: the second
Homestead exemption, which will take $17.6 million off our tax roll and reduce our
taxable value by 5.37%; the Tangible Personal Property Exemption, which is about 8
million dollars off your tax roll or another 2.4%; and the portability of the “Save Our
Homes” program, which is going to have an estimated cost of $1.4 million dollars or
another 4.2%. The aggregate loss from Amendment 1 for Dade City is 8.224%.
Excluding the impacts of Amendment 1, taxable property values will decrease by $11.3
million or 3.346%. Mayor Brock requested that City Clerk/Finance Director Jim Class
use these estimates to determine the projected impact on the City’s budget/financing and
to come back to the Commission with the results.

Walden-McKinney owns 1,73 acres of property on the northeast corner of 4™ Street &
Florida Avenue and wishes to develop the property with a maximum of 30 multi-family
units. City Attorney Karla Owens reviewed Ordinance No. 2008-0973, which is
requesting a rezoning to RIO on a portion of the property to be consistent with the
remainder of their property. Kathy Lambert appeared during the public comment portion
and noted that area residents will not be happy with a development coming in, using big
equipment and removing trees.  City Attorney Karla Owens stated that on Page 2 of this
ordinance, under #5, an additional statement will be added noting “a minimum width of
five (5) feet of existing trees should remain along the north and east boundaries of the
property. With no else wishing to be heard regarding this ordinance, Commissioner Van
Gorden made a motion to approve Ordinance No. 2008-0973. The motion was seconded
by Commissioner Hernandez, and on a vote the motion passed unanimously.

City Attorney Karla Owens noted that as previously discussed, the state is requiring us to
put together new provisions in our Comprehensive Plan pertaining to school concurrency.
As a part of that, the City has to adopt an interlocal agreement with the School Board as
to how the concurrency will be implemented. The interlocal agreement has to be
submitted to the Department of Community Affairs as part of our concurrency package.
Chris Williams, Director of Planning for the School Board, presented an update as well,
and answered questions from the Commission. ~Kathy Lambert appeared during the
public comment portion and wanted to know if the School Concurrency Agreement
included sidewalks, School Resource Officer’s, Crossing Guards, etc. and does the
School Board help with off-site improvements, such as sidewalks? Mayor Brock wanted
to know if a separate agreement agreement could be made between the City and School
Board with regards to some sort of ‘sidewalk’ provision being required with new
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construction of subdivisions and schools. Mr. Williams and City Attorney Karla Owens
will research that request and bring back information to the Commission. With no one
else wishing to be heard regarding this agreement, a motion was made by Commissioner
Black to approve the Interlocal Agreement for School Concurrency. The motion was
seconded by Commissioner Van Gorden, and on a vote the motion passed unanimously.

The gasoline and diesel fuel pumps/dispensers located at the Public Works Yard are
approximately 25 years old. The gasboy suction pump for the gasoline began to leak on
Thursday, February 27, 2008 creating both a fire and environmental hazard. Electrical
power to the gasoline dispenser was terminated. Staff has arranged temporary fueling
services at the Pasco County fuel site located at 17" Street and Howard Avenue for 30
days. The City requested that vendors submit quotes for the replacement of one (1)
suction pump for gasoline and one (1) suction pump for diesel including pipe and
electrical fittings. The three (3) companies conducted an onsite evaluation and submitted
their quotes. A motion was made by Commissioner Black for the approval to waive the
formal bid process as quotes have been obtained from three (3) companies specializing in
providing the service of the installation of suction pumps for fuel dispensers and to award
the project to the company submitting the lowest responsive quote and possessing, at the
time of award, the required pollutant storage systems contactor license, as part of the
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consent agenda. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Hernandez, and on a vote
the motion passed unanimously.

Mayor Brock reviewed with Commission the employment agreement between the City
and our new City Manager William C. Poe, Jr. No changes were made from what was
discussed at the last Commission meeting, other than on Page 3, Section 11. The
automobile allowance was increased from $100.00/month to $250.00/month. A motion
was made by Commissioner Van Gorden to approve the City Manager Contract with
William C. Poe, Jr. as amended. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Black, and
on a vote the motion passed unanimously.

City Attorney Karla Owens reminded the Commission of their requirement to appoint
members to the Architectural Review Board. The following Commissioners have made
their recommendations for appointment: Commissioner Black recommended Donna
Lillibridge, Commissioner Van Gorden recommended Wilton Simpson, and
Commissioner Hernandez recommended William Hill. Commissioner Penix and Mayor
Brock have not made their recommendations at this time.

City Clerk / Finance Director Jim Class reviewed the proposed resolution, which is
amending the 2007-2008 FY Budget in order to allocate monies from contingency to
cover the replacement of fuel pumps and additional fuel costs. A motion was made by
Commissioner Van Gorden to approve Resolution No. 2008-0977. The motion was
seconded by Commissioner Penix, and on a vote the motion passed unanimously.
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The following memorandum dated March 1, 2008 was noted:

Subject: Accumulated leave time

The City currently does not have a policy regarding the accumulation of compensatory
time in lieu of paid overtime. In addition, the City has a very generous policy in the
Personnel Rules and Regulations that allows employees to carry forward sick and
vacation hours to the following calendar year and also allows employees to receive a
payout for a maximum amount of sick and vacation hours at the termination of
employment with the City. As a result, the City had an unfunded liability of accumulated
sick, vacation, and comp time of $755,736.30 as of September 30, 2007. That number
automatically increased by 3% in October 2007 with the cost of living increase approved
by the Commission for the current fiscal year. Most of these compensatory hours were
earned many years ago at lower rates of pay. The City’s labor attorney has drafted a
proposed revision to Section 6.09 of the Personnel Rules and Regulations regarding
overtime and compensatory time, which states that for non-exempt employees, all
overtime would be paid and compensatory time would no longer be earned. In addition,
non-exempt employees would be required to use all compensatory time by September 30,
2008. If an employee is unable to use all of their time, the remaining balance will be paid
out at the end of September 2008. Exempt (salaried) employees, who are not eligible for
overtime pay, could continue to accrue compensatory time up to a limit, but that time is
forfeited if not used within a certain time period. A motion was made by Commissioner
Van Gorden to approve the revised Section 6.09 of the Personnel Rules and Regulations
regarding overtime and compensatory time. The motion was seconded by Commissioner
Black, and on a vote the motion passed unanimously.

Subject: Sidewalk Construction/Replacement Program

Interim City Manager Jim Class noted that at the last meeting, the Commission instructed
staff to identify a sidewalk project that would utilize $50,000.00 available through the
Penny for Pasco funding. Construction of a sidewalk approximately 4 inches thick, 5 feet
wide, and 1 foot in length would cost $16.00 per linear foot. Based upon that figure, and
including a 15% contingency for construction, the City could construct roughly 2,656
linear feet of sidewalk. He also noted that he received a tape and literature information
on “Safe Ways to School” program from new City Manager Billy Poe. City Attorney
Karla Owens reminded the Commission that the developers for Anna Marie Acres and
Dr. McBath’s project will be providing 70 linear feet of sidewalk in that area as well.
After discussion, a motion was made by Commissioner Van Gorden to approve the use of
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the available funding to put a sidewalk on 17th Street from Church Avenue to Florida
Avenue. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Penix, and on a vote the motion
passed unanimously.

Interim City Manager Jim Class noted that at the last meeting, Commissioner Black
requested that the transportation needs of the City be discussed, as he is a representative
for the Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO). The following areas were addressed:
Morningside Extension, Intersection of 21% Street & Suwannee Avenue, and the need for
a turn lane for trucks at River Road and U.S. Hwy 301.

COMMISSIONER ITEMS

Commissioner Hernandez noted that she attended the 50™ Home Celebration &
dedication of Rozar Court. She stated that ‘Movie in the Park’ night is scheduled for
April 19" and since it will be held in Agnes Lamb Park, the Edwinola residents can
attend as well. If it proves to be a success, she is hoping they can continue to provide
these on the 3™ Saturday of every month. She also noted that she is hoping to put
together an Arts Council.

Commissioner Van Gorden mentioned the expense of promoting and educating the public
about the upcoming Charter workshops. A motion was made by Commissioner Van
Gorden to approve $750.00 for any expenses incurred in Charter education. The motion
was seconded by Commissioner Hernandez, and on a vote the motion passed
unanimously.

Mayor Brock was glad Mr. Wells came by to make a presentation on Amendment 1. He
noted Mr. Class will be leaving the position of Interim City Manager soon and thanked
him for the tremendous job he has done and would like to present him with a
Proclamation or Resolution at the next meeting. With regards to the trail, he would like a
sign put up with the hours being from ‘Dawn to Dusk’ and a crosswalk sign or additional
road markings along the trail at Howard Avenue and Florida Avenue. He also reminded
everyone of the Candidate’s Forum being held on March 24™ at Pasco Middle School
Auditorium and referenced the Pledge of Civility, hoping that will be followed and
everyone will act appropriately.

Commissioner Black gave an update on MPO and the legislative session.

Commissioner Penix wanted to know when the resurfacing of Meridian Avenue was to
begin. She also commented on the Habitat for Humanity’s dedication of Rozar Court.

City Attorney Karla Owens noted that in the last fiscal year, the City had moved
$20,000.00 from contingency for demolitions but the money was never used. The
amount was not carried forward into this year’s budget, so she is requesting a Resolution
putting the money back into the current budget, so it could be used for the upcoming
expense of demolitions.
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
