MARCH 25, 2008
REGULAR CITY COMMISSION MEETING

The City Commission of Dade City, Florida, met in the City Hall Annex Commission
Chambers in a regular City Commission meeting on this 25th day of March, 2008, at 5:38
p.m. The following members were present: Mayor P. H. Brock, Il and Commissioners Steve
Van Gorden, Scott Black, Camille Hernandez, and Eunice Penix. City staff members present
included City Manager William C. Poe, Jr., City Clerk/Finance Director James D. Class,
Deputy City Clerk Joanna Akers, City Attorney Karla Owens, Sergeant James Walters, and
Administrative Services Director Laura Beagles.

The meeting was called to order by Mayor P. H. Brock II, and invocation was given by
Commissioner Black, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance to The Flag.

PRESENTATION

City Clerk/Finance Director Jim Class recognized the members of the Police Chief Review
Committee: Principal Jim Lane, Pasco Middle School, Chief Deputy Mike Hensley,
Hernando County Sheriff’s Office; Assistant Chief Darryl Garman, New Port Richey Police
Department, Edna Gonzalez, Dade City resident and business owner, and Imani Asukile,
community leader and newspaper columnist. He noted that the members reviewed the
applications, gave their observations, contacted references, and participated in the interviews.
He thanked them for their time and input in service to Dade City.

City Clerk/Finance Director Jim Class noted that the Police Chief selection process began
with 35 candidates. After reviewing the applications, he selected four (4) candidates for
interviews. Following the interviews, two (2) candidates were submitted for detailed
background checks. Once those investigations were completed, Mr. Class, serving as Interim
City Manager, selected Raymond Velboom as Police Chief, based on Mr. Velboom’s
background, law enforcement experience, and commitment to the Dade City community. Mr.
Class introduced Mr. Velboom, administered his oath of office, and presented him with his
chief’s badge. Mr. Velboom stated that he looked forward to working with the members of
the police department and serving the community as police chief.

The February 26, 2008 Regular City Commission Meeting minutes were approved as
individually read. The March 11, 2008 Regular City Commission Meeting minutes were
distributed.

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As this was the time and place for the advertised public hearing on Ordinance No. 2008-0975,
the ordinance was read by title only by the Deputy City Clerk, as follows:

ORDINANCE NO. 2008-0975

AN ORDINANCE BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF DADE
CITY, FLORIDA CREATING RESTRICTIONS AND REGULATIONS FOR
TEMPORARY USES; PROVIDING FOR ALLOWED USES AND
PROHIBITING ALL OTHER TEMPORARY SALES OR USES;
REQUIRING COMPLIANCE WITH PERMITTING, SAFETY, HEALTH
AND ENVIRONMENTAL STANDARDS; PROVIDING FOR REPEALER,
SEVERABILITY AND AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

City Attorney Karla Owens reviewed the proposed ordinance which is regulating and
restricting temporary uses and activities on private property within the City limits. In the past,
the City has received numerous requests for temporary uses and sales including furniture,
tools, cars, fireworks, pumpkins and Christmas trees. Although the applicant/operator is
asked to provide information on the number and location of signs, fences, tents, parking
spaces, and outdoor lights to be used, the activity or sale is often held over a weekend, and
these items usually become altered from the original design causing traffic obstructions,
parking problems, and an unsightly appearance for neighboring shop owners and the traveling
public. In addition, there are no current regulations stating which uses are acceptable. She
also noted that, as previously discussed at the last meeting, this ordinance was presented at the
Land Development Regulation Committee meeting and they recommended approval. Kathy
Lambert appeared during the public comment portion and wanted to know if this ordinance
prohibits or would require a permit for the temporary use of fireworks. Mrs. Owens stated
that the ordinance would restrict their sale to twice a year. With no else wishing to be heard
regarding this ordinance, Commissioner Van Gorden made a motion to approve and advertise
Ordinance No. 2008-0975 for a second public hearing on April 8. The motion was seconded
by Commissioner Hernandez. Discussion ensued regarding the next Commission meeting,
which is scheduled for April 8. Since the municipal election is also scheduled for April 8 and
two (2) of the Commissioners will be absent, they discussed whether to reschedule the
Commission meeting or keep it as is. Due to prior commitments, it was the consensus of the
Commission to proceed with the meeting as scheduled for April 8. A motion was made by
Commissioner Van Gorden to withdraw his prior motion to approve of Ordinance No. 2008-
0975 for a second public hearing on April 8. The motion was seconded by Commissioner
Hernandez, and on a vote the motion passed unanimously. A motion was then made by
Commissioner Black to approve and advertise Ordinance No. 2008-0975 for a second public
hearing on April 22. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Penix, and on a vote the
motion passed unanimously. Commissioners Brock, Van Gorden, Black, Penix, and
Hernandez voted “AYE,” with no one voting “NAY.” (Ordinance No. 2008-0975 in its
entirety is on file in the City Clerk’s office.)

City Attorney Karla Owens reviewed the proposed ordinance that is establishing a $100.00
park and recreation fee which will be assessed at the time of issuance of every new building
permit for construction of a residential unit including single family homes, townhomes and/or
apartment units. The fee will be due and payable prior to issuance of a certificate of
occupancy for each unit and will be deposited in a fund to be used exclusively for park and
recreation purposes. A motion was made by Commissioner Black to introduce the ordinance
and authorize staff to advertise for public hearing. The motion was seconded by
Commissioner Penix, and on a vote the motion passed unanimously. Commissioners Brock,
Van Gorden, Black, Penix, and Hernandez voted “AYE,” with no one voting “NAY.”

City Attorney Karla Owens reviewed the proposed ordinance that is establishing specific
hours of operation for the Hardy Trail. Chapter 66 of the Dade City Code establishes the
hours of operation of City parks as 8:30 a.m. to 10:00 p.m. The Hardy Trail will also be open
to the public during those same hours unless otherwise regulated by the Commission. Since
the Hardy Trail runs directly through residential neighborhoods, it has been recommended
that the hours of operation be limited to dawn to dusk. A motion was made by Commissioner
Van Gorden to introduce the ordinance and authorize staff to advertise for public hearing.
The motion was seconded by Commissioner Black, and on a vote the motion passed
unanimously. Commissioners Brock, Van Gorden, Black, Penix, and Hernandez voted
“AYE,” with no one voting “NAY.” (Ordinance No. 2008-0977 in its entirety is on file in the
City Clerk’s office.)

The
Public Works Department would like to ensure that street sweeping continues to be a priority
in the downtown area and along the major route leading into downtown and this
agreement/contract provides for reimbursement to the City by FDOT for street sweeping the
designated route of SR 52 from 21% Street to Truck Route (SR 533). After discussion, a
motion was made by Commissioner Black to approve Resolution No. 2008-0979, which
authorizes Agreement No. 2008-0803, and to accept reimbursement of $7,520.76 from FDOT
for mechanical sweeping. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Penix, and on a vote
the motion passed unanimously.
