APRIL 22,2008
REGULAR CITY COMMISSION MEETING

The City Commission of Dade City, Florida, met in the City Hall Annex Commission
Chambers in a regular City Commission meeting on this 22nd day of April, 2008, at 5:35
p.m. The following members were present: Commissioners Scott Black, Camille
Hernandez, Steve Van Gorden, Eunice Penix, and Curtis Beebe. City staff members
present included City Manager William C. Poe, Jr., City Clerk/Finance Director James D.
Class, Deputy City Clerk Joanna Akers, City Attorney Karla Owens, Police Chief
Raymond Velboom, and Administrative Services Director Laura Beagles.

City Clerk Jim Class opened the meeting and announced the results of the April 8, 2008
municipal election. The following individuals were elected to four-year terms as
Commissioners: Curtis Beebe in Group 3, Steve Van Gorden in Group 4, and Eunice
Penix in Group 5. The charter revisions were also approved by the voters. City Clerk
Class administered the oath of office to Commissioners Beebe, Van Gorden, and Penix.

City Attorney Karla Owens facilitated the nominations and voting for the Mayor and
Mayor Pro Tem. Commissioner Beebe nominated Commissioner Van Gorden for Mayor
and Commissioner Van Gorden seconded the nomination. ~Commissioner Penix
nominated Commissioner Black for Mayor and Commissioner Hernandez seconded the
nomination. Upon a vote, the nomination of Commissioner Van Gorden for Mayor
failed, with Commissioners Beebe and Van Gorden voting “AYE” and Commissioners
Black, Hernandez, and Penix voting “NAY.” Upon a vote, the nomination of
Commissioner Black for Mayor passed, with Commissioners Black, Hernandez, and
Penix voting “AYE” and Commissioners Beebe and Van Gorden voting “NAY.”
Commissioner Beebe moved that a unanimous vote for Commissioner Black as Mayor be
recorded. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Van Gorden, and on a vote the
motion passed unanimously.

After making some remarks, Commissioner Black nominated Commissioner Van Gorden
for Mayor Pro Tem and Commissioner Beebe seconded the nomination. Upon a vote, the
nomination of Commissioner Van Gorden for Mayor Pro Tem passed, with
Commissioners Black, Beebe, Hernandez, Penix, and Van Gorden voting “AYE” and no
one voting “NAY.”

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Black, and invocation was given by City Clerk
Jim Class, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance to The Flag.

A proclamation honoring Captain David W. Duff, Dade City Police Department, was
read and presented to him for serving and fulfilling the duties as Interim Police Chief.

A proclamation honoring National Public Works Week was read and presented to
members of Dade City’s Public Works Department.

The March 25, 2008 Regular City Commission Meeting minutes were approved as
individually read. The April 8, 2008 Regular City Commission Meeting minutes were
distributed.

AN ORDINANCE BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF
DADE CITY, FLORIDA CREATING RESTRICTIONS AND
REGULATIONS FOR TEMPORARY USES; PROVIDING FOR
ALLOWED USES AND PROHIBITING ALL OTHER TEMPORARY
SALES OR USES; REQUIRING COMPLIANCE WITH PERMITTING,
SAFETY, HEALTH, AND ENVIRONMENTAL STANDARDS;
PROVIDING FOR REPEALER, SEVERABILITY AND AN
EFFECTIVE DATE.

City Attorney Karla Owens reviewed that, in the past, the City has received numerous
requests for many types of temporary uses and sales including furniture, tools, cars,
fireworks, pumpkins and Christmas trees. Although the applicant/operator is asked to
provide information on the number and location of signs, fences, tents, parking spaces,
and outdoor lights to be used, the activity or sale is often held over a weekend, and these
items usually become altered from the original design causing traffic obstructions,
parking problems, and an unsightly appearance for neighboring shop owners and the
traveling public. In addition, there are no current regulations stating which uses are
acceptable. On March 10, 2008, the Land Development Regulation Committee held a
public hearing and recommended approval of the ordinance. With no wishing to be heard
regarding this ordinance, Commissioner Van Gorden made a motion to approve the
adoption of Ordinance No. 2008-0975. The motion was seconded by Commissioner
Hernandez, and on a vote the motion passed unanimously. Commissioners Black, Van
Gorden, Hernandez, Penix and Beebe voted “AYE,” with no one voting “NAY.”
(Ordinance No. 2008-0975 in its entirety is on file in the City Clerk’s office.)

City Attorney Karla Owens reviewed the proposed ordinance which establishes a $100.00
park and recreation fee which will be assessed at the time of issuance of every new
building permit for construction of a residential unit including single family homes, town
homes and/or apartment units. The fee will be due and payable prior to issuance of a
certificate of occupancy for each unit. With no wishing to be heard regarding this
ordinance, Commissioner Hernandez made a motion to approve the adoption of
Ordinance No. 2008-0976. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Penix, and on a
vote the motion passed unanimously. Commissioners Black, Van Gorden, Hernandez,
Penix and Beebe voted “AYE,” with no one voting “NAY.” (Ordinance No. 2008-0976
in its entirety is on file in the City Clerk’s office.)

CODE TO ESTABLISH SPECIFIC HOURS FOR USE OF THE RAILS-
TO-TRAILS LINEAR PARK; PROVIDING FOR REPEALER,
SEVERABILITY, AND AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
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City Attorney Karla Owens reviewed that Chapter 66 of the Dade City Code establishes
the hours of operation of City parks as 8:30 a.m. to 10:00 p.m. The recently constructed
rails-to-trails linear park, otherwise known as the Hardy Trail, will also be open to the
public during those same hours unless otherwise regulated by the Commission. Since the
Hardy Trail runs directly through residential neighborhoods, it has been recommended
that the hours of operation of the Hardy Trail be limited to dawn to dusk. If approved,
signage will be erected. With no wishing to be heard regarding this ordinance,
Commissioner Van Gorden made a motion to approve the adoption of Ordinance No.
2008-0977. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Penix, and on a vote the motion
passed unanimously. Commissioners Black, Van Gorden, Hernandez, Penix and Beebe
voted “AYE,” with no one voting “NAY.” (Ordinance No. 2008-0977 in its entirety is on
file in the City Clerk’s office.)

The Dade City Police Department has been operating in excess of five years on a single
file server which houses the Cisco system. Cisco is the software that performs all the
necessary functions that police officers and emergency services operators use daily to
serve our City and our citizens. With the recently installed laptops in each vehicle came
the realization that the server was quickly running out of hard drive space (memory) and
once the server uses all of the hard drive space, the Cisco system will cease to function.
According to Kevin Towne of Towne Computers, Inc., the server needs to be replaced as
soon as possible to prevent the server from crashing. On Friday, April 11, 2008, City
Manager Poe authorized the emergency purchase of a new file server for the Police
Department. The cost of the new file server is $5,418.93 and monies are available in the
Police Department salaries account due to the resignation of three officers earlier in this
fiscal year. On recommendation of staff, Commissioner Van Gorden moved to approve
the emergency purchase of a new file server for the Police Department, as part of the
consent agenda. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Hernandez, and on a vote
the motion passed unanimously.

For the past four (4) years, employees and staff have been dissatisfied with PEBSCO.
PEBSCO has had turnover in company representatives and scheduling visits has been
difficult. Employees have expressed concerns that they are not receiving adequate
direction in the management of their accounts and have requested an opportunity to select
another 457 Plan provider that would offer more personalized attention. There are many
services provided by PEBSCO that have been satisfactory and staff would have no
objections entering into a new Agreement with Nationwide/PEBSCO with the
understanding that their plan would no longer be the exclusive 457 plan offered to
employees. On recommendation of staff, Commissioner Van Gorden moved approval for
staff to send a letter of notification to Nationwide/PEBSCO of its intention to extend the
contract but with the understanding they would no longer be the City’s exclusive 457
plan provider, as part of the consent agenda. The motion was seconded by Commissioner
Hernandez, and on a vote the motion passed unanimously.

The vehicle is not suitable to transfer to
another City department and the estimated sale value is projected to be below $1,000.00.
On recommendation of staff, Commissioner Van Gorden moved the approval that the
vehicle be declared as surplus and transported to Tampa Machinery Auction to sell for
the best price, as part of the consent agenda. The motion was seconded by Commissioner
Hernandez, and on a vote the motion passed unanimously.

At the July 10, 2007 meeting, the Commission approved the contract with Triton Water
Technologies for the automated meter reading system and accepted the financing
proposal from CitiCapital Municipal Finance. At August 14, 2007 meeting, the
Commission approved Resolution No. 2007-0948, which authorized the financing and the
lease purchase agreement with CitiCapital. Staff held a project close-out meeting with
Triton Water Technologies on April 1, 2008. The project finished under budget, leaving
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a remaining balance in the escrow account. The lease agreement specifies that any
remaining funds will be applied to a prepayment of the principal amount due. This
amendment would approve the revised payment schedule that reflects the principal
reduction. On recommendation of staff, Commissioner Van Gorden moved the approval
of Amendment “A” to the Lease Purchase Agreement, as part of the consent agenda. The
motion was seconded by Commissioner Hernandez, and on a vote the motion passed
unanimously.

City Attorney Karla Owens noted that in 1999, the City Commission created the Youth
Council. At this time, membership requirements mandate that members must be City
residents. Some students, although they actually live outside the City limits, attend
schools within the City. Commissioner Beebe asked that the ordinance be clarified
regarding participation by home-school students. A motion was made by Commissioner
Beebe to introduce the ordinance and authorize staff to advertise for public hearing. The
motion was seconded by Commissioner Van Gorden, and on a vote the motion passed
unanimously. Commissioners Black, Van Gorden, Beebe, Penix, and Hernandez voted

OLD BUSINESS

The following memorandum dated February 5, 2008 was noted:

Subject: Street Crossings at the Hardy Trail

(Entire memorandum can be found in the City Clerk’s file)
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City Engineer Jose B. Gil reviewed that the City Commission had directed staff to
explore options to calm the traffic along Florida Avenue and Howard Avenue at the
locations where the Hardy Trail intersect with those streets. He also noted that the current
street markings and signage at those intersections were designed and installed by the
Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) during the construction of the Hardy Trail,
and conform to FDOT standards. Alterations to those cautionary markings could shift the
liability from the FDOT to the City of Dade City. Flashing beacons and rumble strips are
two (2) options that were researched. The pros and cons, as well as the cost, of both
options were discussed. After discussion, Commissioner Van Gorden made a motion to
authorize staff to purchase and install flashing beacons and to transfer funds from the
contingency account for the purchase. The motion was seconded by Commissioner
Penix, and on a vote the motion passed unanimously.

In response to a letter from the Department of Environmental Protection, City Engineer
Gil noted that the Joy Lan water system belonged to Pasco County and was not the
responsibility of the City.

City Manager William C. Poe, Jr. stated that he had met with FDOT regarding the
Meridian Avenue Repaving Project and they came back with a redesign, which will only
result in the loss of one (1) parking space. FDOT also plans to schedule another meeting
with the public to go over the redesign.

City Engineer Jose B. Gil reviewed the proposed agreement with the Southwest Florida
Water Management District (SWFWMD) to provide up to $1,922,220 in grant funding to
construct the facilities needed to pump reclaimed water to the Little Everglades Ranch
site. This represents 50% of the estimated cost for the project and the City is exploring
options to fund the balance. Commissioners wanted further information regarding project
alternatives and funding options, so Commissioner Hernandez moved to continue this
item until the next meeting. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Penix, and on a
vote the motion passed unanimously.
