flooding in 2004 Mr Whitman responded to his question and stated that drainage
maintenance has been performed as well as a couple more solutions have also been

implemented Commissioner Beebe commented that we should remove the

grandfathering exemption noted under Exemptions on Page 6 2a 2b After
discussion amotion was made by Commissioner Beebe to approve Ordinance No 2008
0989 with the noted amendment The motion was seconded by Commissioner

WW67005P with the Department of Environmental Protection DEP in the amount of

1 103 302 00 In September 2006 this amount was increased to 4 628 185 00 under

Amendment 1 ofthe agreement This funding amount is being utilized to rehabilitate our

wastewater collection system Based on the actual scope ofwork the project is scheduled

to be completed by April 15 2009 Amendment 2 of the SRF Loan Agreement extends

the completion date to April 15 2009 providing the City additional time to complete the

construction activities A motion was made by Commissioner Penix to approve
Amendment 2 to Loan Agreement WW67005P as part of the consent agenda The

City Attorney Karla Owens noted that the City has not revised its purchasing procedures
in some time In addition certain provisions pertaining to bonding of bidders when
formal bids are required and exceptions to those requirements were previously included
in the City Charter When the Charter was amended all references to prior purchasing
procedures were eliminated Consequently it is necessary to amend the existing
ordinance to include those provisions formerly in the Charter and to further standardize
and streamline our existing procedures Mrs Owens reviewed the proposed ordinance
and recommends making a change to the bottom of Page 9 Section B to increase the

required bids to three 3 instead of two 2 After discussion a motion was made by
Commissioner Van Gorden to approve the ordinance and authorize staff to advertise for

public hearing The motion was seconded by Commissioner Hernandez and on a vote

the motion passed unanimously
