REGULAR CITY COMMISSION MEETING

The City Commission of Dade City, Florida, met in the City Hall Annex Commission Chambers
in a regular City Commission meeting on this 13th day of October, 2009, at 5:53 p.m. The
following members were present: Mayor Scott Black and Commissioners Steve Van Gorden,
Curtis Beebe, Camille Hernandez, and Eunice Penix. City staff members present included City
Manager William C. Poe, Jr., City Clerk/Finance Director James D. Class, City Attorney Karla
Owens, City Engineer/Public Works Director Lennie Naeyaert, and Police Chief Raymond

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Black, and invocation was given by Commissioner
Eunice Penix, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance to The Flag.
