Commissioner Van Gorden nominated Bill Dennis and Mike Agnello. It was noted that Burton
Melaugh did not meet the residency requirements to be appointed. Upon a vote, Commissioners
Penix and Hernandez voted for Jim Shive and Commissioners Black, Beebe, and Van Gorden
voted for Bill Dennis. Bill Dennis was appointed to the vacant seat on the City Commission by a
3-2 vote, effective on November 11, 2009.
